The Union County Board of Supervisors met in Regular Session on Monday, January 13, 2014.  The meeting was called to order at 9:00 AM with the following members present:  Dennis Brown, Lois Monday, and Ron Riley.
AGENDA:  Motion by Monday and seconded by Brown to approve the Agenda.  All voting aye, motion carried.  

MINUTES: Motion by Monday and seconded by Brown to approve the minutes from January 08, 2014.  All voting aye, motion carried.   
OPEN FORUM:  Karon Finn addressed the Board. 
CRESTON FIRE DEPARTMENT: Todd Jackson discussed confined space technical rescue, hazardous materials, emergency calls, and the need for the equipment to respond to the calls. Jackson is asking for portions totaling $5,000 each from the City, County, and from the Industry in the Community who have the Fire Department listed as their emergency response. The City of Creston and the Industry have agreed on their share.

EMA: Jo Duckworth, EMA, discussed her FY 14/15 Budget Request.

FAIR BOARD: Mark Ide, President of the Union County Fair Board, discussed his FY 14/15 Budget Request.

SOUTHERN IOWA TROLLEY: Steve Bolie, Southern Iowa Trolley, discussed his FY 14/15 Budget Request.

NRCS: Mike Eblen and Wayde Ross, NRCS, discussed the FY 14/15 Budget Request.

ENGINEER:
Steve Akes, Union County Engineer, presented and discussed the maintenance activity report. Diamond Grind Contracts: Motion by Monday and seconded by Riley for the chair to sign the contract with Interstate Improvement from Faribault MN for diamond grinding projects on Cromwell Road and High & Dry Road for $1,230,662.34. All voting aye, motion carried. Speed Limit Resolution: Motion by Riley and seconded by Monday to approve Resolution #15 FY 2013-2014 to Establish Speed Restrictions. WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors is empowered under authority of Sections 321.255 and 321.285 of the Code of Iowa, to determine upon the basis of an engineering and traffic investigation, that the speed limit of any secondary road is greater than is reasonable and proper under the conditions existing, and may determine and declare a reasonable and proper speed limit, and WHEREAS, such an investigation has been requested and has been completed by the Union County Engineer, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE UNION COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS that the speed limit be established and appropriate signs be erected at the locations as follows (all within Sections 5,7, and 8, T72N, R30W and Section 31, T73N, R30W):

1) On Osage Street beginning at U.S. Highway 34, then north to Howard Street. The speed limit for the roadway described herein shall be set at 35 miles per hour.

2) On Osage Street beginning at Howard Street, then north to 160th Street (Townline Street). The speed limit for the roadway described herein shall be set at 45 miles per hour.

3) On 160th Street (Townline Street) beginning at Osage Street, then west to Ash Street. The speed limit for the roadway described herein shall be set at 45 miles per hour.

4) The current speed limit of 40 miles per hour for all of the above described roadways shall be rescinded.
