The Union County Board of Supervisors met in Regular Session on Monday, April 07, 2014.  The meeting was called to order at 9:00 AM with the following members present:  Ron Riley and Lois Monday. Dennis Brown was absent. Also present: Alyson Kitzman and Sara Wilson, FNB, for High Lakes Leadership Program.
AGENDA:  Motion by Monday and seconded by Riley to approve the Agenda.  All voting aye, motion carried.  
MINUTES: Motion by Riley and seconded by Monday to approve the minutes from March 31, 2014. All voting aye, motion carried.  
OPEN FORUM:  No one spoke during open forum.
CARE:  Jana Daily, CARE Director, discussed and presented the cost of repairing or purchasing a new ice machine. Motion by Monday and seconded by Riley to approve the purchase of an ice machine for $2775.65 which includes installation and freight. All voting aye, motion carried.
UNION COUNTY CONSERVATION RESIGNATION: Motion by Monday and seconded by Riley to regretfully accept the resignation of Brenda Sedlmayr. All voting aye, motion carried. APPOINTMENT: Motion by Monday and seconded by Riley to appoint Katie Carlton to the Union County Conservation Board. All voting aye, motion carried.

Utility Permit Application: Motion by Monday and seconded by Riley to approve a utility permit application for Southern Iowa Rural Water Association to install rural water line in Section 6 of Jones Township (Wolf Creek Drive). All voting aye, motion carried. Tile Permit: Motion by Monday and seconded by Riley to approve a tile permit for Ronald A. Gordon to construct or install a 6” tile line within the highway right-of-way, located near 160th Street in Douglas Township. All voting aye, motion carried. Grading Agreement: Motion by Riley and seconded by Monday to approve a grading agreement between David Jones and Union County for ditching along with dozing the fence line, and with tree and brush removal located on the east side of the road in Section 22 of Grant Township (Jaguar Ave). All voting aye, motion carried. Grading Agreement: Motion by Monday and seconded by Riley to approve a grading agreement between John Baker and Union County for ditching, along with dozing the fence line, and with tree and brush removal located on the east side of the road in Section 7 of Grant Township (Cherry Street). All voting aye motion carried. Purchase Order: Motion by Monday and seconded by Riley to accept a purchase order for two new John Deere 6115D Tractors from Agrivision. All voting aye, motion carried. Financing Agreement: Motion by Monday and seconded by Riley for the chair to sign the financial agreement with US Bank for two new John Deere 6115D Tractors for $108,557.62. All voting aye, motion carried.
AUDITOR’S QUARTERLY REPORT: Motion by Monday and seconded by Riley to accept the Auditor’s Quarterly Report. All voting aye, motion carried. 

RESOLUTION FOR APPROVAL TO ESTABLISH A ENTERPRISE ZONE: Motion by Riley and seconded by Monday to approve Resolution #22 FY 2013-2014 Resolution for Approval to Establish an Enterprise Zone.
WHEREAS, the County of Union (hereinafter referred to as the “County”), State of Iowa

is a political subdivision organized and existing under the law and the Constitution of the

State of Iowa (the “State”); and

WHEREAS, the purpose of 1997 Iowa Acts, House File 724 (the “Act”) is to encourage

mutual development objectives between communities and private business and to

promote economic investment in enterprise zones within the State; and

WHEREAS, the Act and administrative rules adopted by the Iowa Department of

Economic Development require the County to approve, by resolution, the establishment

of an enterprise zone and the submission of a request for certification to the Iowa

Department of Economic Board; and

WHEREAS, under the Act, one of the benefits provided to eligible businesses locating

within a certified enterprise zone is a County exemption from taxation of all, or a portion,

of the actual value added by improvements to real property that is: 1) directly related to

new jobs created by the location or expansion of an eligible business in the zone, and

2) used in the operation of an eligible business within the zone; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF

UNION COUNTY AS FOLLOWS: 

Section 1. The County certifies that it is an eligible participant under the Act and meets the following distress criteria required under section 4 of the Act: The County has a family poverty rate that ranks among the top twenty-five counties in the State based on the 2000 census. (Union County is ranked 22nd.)The County has experienced a percentage population loss that ranks among the top twenty-five counties in the State between 2000 and 2002. (Union County is 22nd.)

Section 2. The County hereby requests zone certification from the Iowa Department of

Economic Development Board as authorized in section 2 of the Act for the following

designated site of 44 acres, which the County certifies is less than 1% of the county area

for the purposes of receiving the benefits under the Act. The legal description of the enterprise zone area to be certified is: The West Half of the Southeast Quarter (W1/2SE1/4) of Section Two (2), Township Seventy-two (72) North, Range Thirty-one (31) West of the 5th P.M., in Union County, Iowa; EXCEPT beginning in the South line of the said Section Two (2), Township Seventy-two (72) North, Range Thirty one (31), at a point 306.2 feet West of the Southeast Corner of said (W1/2SE1/4), thence West 500.0 feet, thence North 0°39’ West 236.4 feet, thence North 16°49’ East 326.8 feet, thence North 0°39’ West 657.0 feet, thence South 89°9’ East 401.9 feet, thence South 0°39’ East 1201.5 feet to the place of beginning, containing 12 acres; AND EXCEPT the East Thirty (30) feet of the North Eight Hundred Ninety (890) feet of the Northwest Quarter of the Southeast Quarter (NW1/4SE1/4) of said Section Two (2), Township Seventy-two (72) North, Range

Thirty-one (31) West of the 5th P.M. in Union County, Iowa; AND EXCEPT a tract in the

West Half of the Southeast Quarter (W1/2SE1/4) of Section Two (2), Township Seventy-two (72) North, Range Thirty-one (31) West of the 5th P.M. in Union County, Iowa,

described as follows: Beginning at a point 423 feet due East of the Northwest corner of

said West Half of the Southeast Quarter (W1/2SE1/4) of Section Two (2), Township

Seventy-two (72) North, Range Thirty-one (31) West of the 5th P.M. and proceeding East

860 feet, thence South 350 feet, thence West 1250 feet, thence North 100 feet, Thence

East 390 feet, thence North 240 feet to the place of the beginning, all in Union County,

Iowa, containing 8 acres, more or less: AND EXCEPT tract of land in the West Half

(W1/2) of the Southeast Quarter (SE1/4) of Section Two (2), Township Seventy-two (72)

North, Range Thirty-one (31) West of the 5th P.M., in Union County, Iowa, described as

follows: Beginning at a point 33 feet due EAST of the Northwest corner of said

W1/2SE1/4 of Section 2, Township 72 North, Range 31 West of the 5th P.M., and proceeding East 390 feet, thence South 240 feet, thence West 390 feet, thence North 240

feet to the place of the beginning, containing 2 acres more or less. The Parcel ID Number

for the above described real estate as shown in the office of the Union County Treasurer

area as follows: 25010-000-019-00; 25010-000-020-00; and 44010-000-029-00. A detailed map of the area described above is identified in an attachment to this Resolution.

Section 3. The County shall provide a copy of this resolution to the Iowa Economic

Development Authority and shall file this resolution with the County Assessor of Union

County.

Section 4. The following officers of the County are hereby authorized to take such

further actions as are deemed necessary in order to carry into effect the provisions of this

resolution:

Section 5. All resolutions and parts thereof in conflict herewith are hereby repealed to

the extent of such conflict.

Section 6. The provisions of this resolution are hereby declared to be severable and if

any section, phrase, or provision shall for any reason be declared to be invalid, such

declaration shall not affect the validity of the remainder of the sections, phrases, and

provisions hereof.

Section 7. This resolution shall become effective immediately upon its passage and

approval.
