The Union County Board of Supervisors met in Regular Session on Monday, May 12, 2014.  The meeting was called to order at 9:00 AM with the following members present:  Dennis Brown, Lois Monday, and Ron Riley. 
Also present from the Creston High School Government Class were as follows: Jacob Geary, Cole Crawford, Nathan Haley, and Garret Taylor.
AGENDA:  Motion by Monday and seconded by Riley to approve the Agenda.  All voting aye, motion carried.  

MINUTES: Motion by Riley and seconded by Monday to approve the minutes from May 05, 2014. All voting aye, motion carried.  
OPEN FORUM:  Dave Larson talked about the speed limit on old HWY 34 to Afton, and would like to see the speed limit changed to 35-40 mph. He informed the Board that there are a lot of bike riders and people who walk and jog along this stretch of road.
TREASURER: Motion by Monday and seconded by Riley to accept the April 2014 End of the Month Report as presented by Union County Treasurer, Kelly Busch. All voting aye, motion carried. 

CONSERVATION: Doug Jones, Union County Conservation reported that the Conservation Board met and has recommended the following bids for the Ranger Residence at Three Mile Lake:  Modular Home- Creston Mobile Homes; Basement- Hayes Concrete Construction Company Inc.; and Septic- Hoffman Communications.
ENGINEER: Steve Akes, Union County Engineer, presented and discussed the weekly maintenance activity report and the potential speed limit changes on Old HWY 34 West of Afton. Utility Permit:   Motion by Monday and seconded by Riley to approve a Utility Permit Application for Windstream Communications in placing new buried service drop across Clover Avenue in Section 28 and 29 of Douglas Township. All voting aye, motion carried.  

Grading Agreement:  Motion by Riley and seconded by Monday to approve a grading agreement between Union County and Nick Lacina for ditching along with dozing the fence line with tree and brush removal in Section 14 (Rose Drive) in Union Township. All voting aye, motion carried. Contract and Performance Bond:  Motion by Monday and seconded by Riley for the chair to sign a contract and performance bond for two concrete box culvert projects on REA Road with Gus Construction Co, Inc. of Casey, Iowa. All voting aye, motion carried. County Maintenance Yard Leasing:  Motion by Monday and seconded by Riley  to go out for sealed bids for a three year lease of 4.9 acres that is located at Adams Street and Industrial Pkwy near Creston with usage limited to hay production.  Sealed bids must be submitted on the County’s Bid Form in an envelope marked “County Yard Lease” and delivered to the Union County Engineer’s Office.  Bids are due by 3:30 pm on May 22, 2014.
