The Union County Board of Supervisors met in Regular Session on Monday, May 19, 2014.  The meeting was called to order at 9:00 AM with the following members present:  Dennis Brown, Lois Monday, and Ron Riley. 
AGENDA:  Motion by Monday and seconded by Riley to approve the Agenda.  All voting aye, motion carried.  

MINUTES: Motion by Riley and seconded by Monday to approve the minutes from May 12, 2014. All voting aye, motion carried.  
OPEN FORUM:  No one spoke during open forum.
ENGINEER: Steve Akes, Union County Engineer, presented and discussed the weekly maintenance activity report.
Presentation of Transportation Route for Wind Energy Project:   Kurt Sherer, Vice President  of Goodwind Energy and Karsen Rumpf, Business Development Lead with Optimum Renewables discussed transportation routes, requirements and expectations of the county for roads leading to proposed wind turbine sites.
Resolution Speed Limit Changes on Old Highway 34 West of Afton: Motion by Riley and seconded by Monday for chair to sign Resolution #26;  WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors is empowered under authority of Sections 321.255 and 321.285 of the Code of Iowa, to determine upon the basis of an engineering and traffic investigation, that the speed limit of any secondary road is greater than is reasonable and proper under the conditions existing, and may determine and declare a reasonable and proper speed limit, and WHEREAS, such an investigation has been requested and has been completed by the Union County Engineer, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE UNION COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS that the speed limit be established and appropriate signs be erected at the locations as follows (all within Sections 7, 8, and 17, T72N, R29W): 1) On Old Highway 34 (Jefferson Street extended) from the West Corporate Limits of Afton to the West and Northwest a distance of 2,450 feet. The speed limit for the roadway described herein shall be set at 35 miles per hour. 2) On Old Highway 34 (Jefferson Street extended) from a point 2,450 feet West and Northwest of the West Corporate Limits of Afton to U.S. Highway 34. The speed limit for the roadway described herein shall be set at 45 miles per hour. 3)The previous speed limits for all of the above described roadways shall be rescinded.  Roll Call Vote: Riley, aye; Monday, aye; and Brown, aye. Motion carried.
Lease Purchase Agreement with US Bank:  Motion by Monday and seconded by Riley for the chair to sign the lease purchase agreement with US Bank, Mt Ayr for the 2014 Caterpillar Motor Grader.  Roll call vote:  Riley, aye; Monday, aye; and Brown, aye.  Motion carried. 
PUBLIC HEARING: Motion by Riley and seconded by Monday to open the public hearing for financing  the Conservation Ranger Residence at 10:00AM. Present for the Public Hearing were as follows: Doug Jones, Terri Queck-Matzie, Jordan Armstrong, Jake Waddingham, Steve Akes, and Tom Lesan. There were no written or oral comments received from the Auditor’s Office.  Public comment brought to Supervisor Brown and Riley were to not seek financing for the residence and for the County/ County Conservation Board to pay for it.  Public hearing closed at 10:04. The board tabled decision for a later date.
CONSERVATION: Award Contracts for the Conservation Ranger Residence:  Motion by Riley and seconded by Monday to award the contract of the modular home to Creston Mobile Homes for $123,750.00 Roll call vote:  Monday, aye; Riley, aye; and Brown, aye.  Motion carried.  Motion by Monday and seconded by Riley to award the contract for the basement to Hayes Concrete Construction Company Inc for $40,000.00.  Roll call vote:  Riley, aye; Monday, aye; and Brown, aye.  Motion carried.  Motion by Riley and seconded by  Monday to award contract of the Septic System to Hoffman Communications  for $7,068.00.  Roll Call vote:  Riley, aye; Monday, aye; and Brown, aye.  Motion carried.

Financing Options for the Ranger Residence:  Doug Jones, Conservation Director presented the results from each bank in Creston on financing options for the Ranger residence.  Discussion was tabled for later date.

CLERKS REPORT:  Motion by Riley and seconded by Monday to accept the Clerk’s report.  All voting aye, motion carried.
CDBG 08-DRH-216 DRAWDOWN:  Motion by Riley and seconded by Monday for chair to sign the Federal Jumpstart Housing Contract 08-DRH-216 request for payment.  This is a pass-through request from SICOG.  All voting aye, motion carried.
