Regular Session
May 27, 2014
The Union County Board of Supervisors met in Regular Session on Tuesday, May 27, 2014.  The meeting was called to order at 9:00 AM with the following members present:  Dennis Brown and Ron Riley.  Lois Monday was absent
AGENDA:  Motion by Riley and seconded by Brown to approve the Agenda.  All voting aye, motion carried.  

MINUTES: Motion by Riley and seconded by Brown to approve the minutes from May 19, 2014. All voting aye, motion carried.  
OPEN FORUM:  No one spoke during open forum.
ENGINEER: Steve Akes, Union County Engineer, presented and discussed the weekly maintenance activity report. Horizontal Curve Sign Program Funding: Motion by Riley and seconded by Brown for Union County Engineer, Steve Akes, to apply for state funding with the horizontal curve sign program. All voting aye, motion carried. Bids for Lease of Hay Ground beside Union County Engineers Office: One bid was received. Motion by Riley and seconded by Brown to accept the bid from Scott Schultz for an annual lease of $154.00 per year for a three year lease totaling $462.00. All voting aye, motion carried. 
PUBLIC HEARING FOR COUNTY BUDGET AMENDMENT: Motion by Riley and seconded by Brown to open the Public Hearing at 10:00 am. Roll call vote; Brown aye, Riley aye, and Monday absent, motion carried. No oral or written comments were presented from the public to the Auditor’s Office or Board of Supervisors. Present for the public hearing were: Jake Waddingham, Melvin Scadden, Karon Finn, Jordan  Armstrong, and Amanda Husband. No comments were received from those in attendance. Public Hearing Closed at 10:04 am. Motion by Riley and seconded by Brown to approve the County Budget Amendment for FY 13/14. Roll call vote; Brown aye, Riley aye, and Monday absent, motion carried. 

KENT PROPERTY UPDATE:  Amanda Husband, Union County Environmental Specialist, presented pictures and updated the progress on the clean-up of a property in Kent that has had a public nuisance complaint. The home owners were given 45 days to clean up the property and the pictures showed that no clean-up has been done. Husband will provide the information to the Union County Attorney and will report back to the board as to the next step in the procedure.
EMS GRANT: Motion by Riley and seconded by Brown for the chair to sign the EMS System Development Grant for FY 2015. All voting aye, motion carried.
FIREWORKS DISPLAY PERMIT: Motion by Riley and seconded by Brown to approve the permit in accordance with the laws of the State of Iowa, to the Creston Pyrotechnics Assn. and J&M Displays, Inc. to have a professional level fireworks display at Three Mile Lodge, 1575 Creamery Rd. in the County of Union, State of Iowa, to be shown on June 21, 2014. The competent person authorized to conduct the display is Garey Woollums, a PGI certified member in good standing of the Creston Pyrotechnics Association, ATFE license number 5-IA-175-50-5E-00120. A certificate of insurance will be delivered to the Auditor’s Office prior to the show date. The Afton Fire Department will stand-by during the show. The permit has been granted this 27th day of May, 2014 pending on the delivery of the certified copy of insurance. All voting aye, motion carried.
EASEMENT FOR 12 MILE WATER SHED: Wayde Ross, Soil Conservation Service, discussed the Easement for 12 Mile Water Shed Structure Site 68-2. Motion by Riley and seconded by Brown for the chair to sign the easement stating that the Board is in favor of proceeding with putting in a livestock water kit in the existing water shed structure site 68-2, pending NRCS approval. All voting aye, motion carried.

APPROPRIATIONS RESOLUTION: Motion by Riley and seconded by Brown to approve Resolution # 27 FY 2013-2014 Appropriations. CONSERVATION REAP RESOLUTION: Motion by Riley and seconded by Brown to approve Resolution # 25 FY 2013-2014 Operating Transfer to REAP Fund. Now on this 27th day of May 2014, the matter of an operating transfer comes before the Union County Board of Supervisors. WHEREAS it is desired to transfer monies from the Conservation REAP Fund (0023) to the Conservation Capital Project Fund (1510), and WHEREAS said operating transfer is in accordance with Section 331.432 of the Code of Iowa. BE AND IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED that the sum of $810.36 is ordered to be transferred from the Conservation REAP Fund (0023)  to the Conservation Capital Project Fund(1510), effective this 27th day of May, 2014.  The Auditor is directed to correct the books accordingly, and to notify the Treasurer of this operating transfer accompanying the notification with a copy of this resolution and the record of its adoption.  Roll call vote; Brown aye,  Riley aye, and Monday absent, motion carried. 
CASS COUNTY CONTRACT: Motion by Riley and seconded by Brown for the chair to sign the Cass County Contract pending the County Attorney’s approval. This Amendment to Contract Number BOC-13-001 is effective as of July 1, 2014, between the Iowa Department of Human Services, Bureau of Collection (“Bureau”) and the Political Subdivision, consisting of Cass County as the Host County, and Adair, Adams, Clarke, Decatur, Ringgold, and Union Counties. (collectively the “political Subdivision”). Section 1: Amendment to Agreement Language: The Agreement is amended as follows: Revision 1. Section 4(a)(iii)(3) and subsection (a) of the Agreement are hereby deleted and replaced as follows: 3) Confidentiality. Safeguard the confidentiality of information concerning applicants of recipients of child support enforcement services according to 45 CFR Parts 301-307; 42 U.S.C. §§ 653, 654, and 663; Iowa Code §§ 252B.9 and 252B.9A; and other applicable federal and state laws regarding confidentiality of information.  Some of these statutes carry criminal penalty or civil liability for statute violation.  For example, see Iowa Code § 252B.10; 42 U.S.C. §§ 653(l)(2) and 654a(d)(5).  Exhibit A contains confidential information safeguarding provisions pertaining to Internal Revenue Service information.

No Dissemination of Confidential Data.  The POLITICAL SUBDIVISION’s employees may have access to confidential data maintained by the Bureau to the extent necessary to carry out its responsibilities under this Agreement.  The POLITICAL SUBDIVISION shall presume that all individual case information received pursuant to this Agreement is confidential unless otherwise designated by the Bureau.  Confidential data includes but is not limited to an individual’s social security number, residential and mailing addresses, employment information and financial information. No confidential data collected, maintained, or used in the course of performance of this Agreement shall be disseminated except as authorized by law and with the written consent of the Bureau, either during the period of the Agreement or thereafter.  Any data supplied to or created by the POLITICAL SUBDIVISON shall be considered the property of the Bureau.  The POLITICAL SUBDIVISON must return any and all data collected, maintained, created, or used in the course of the performance of this Agreement, in whatever form it is maintained, promptly at the request of the Bureau. Revision 2.  Section 7(c) is hereby amended to incorporate the Program Budget for State Fiscal Year 2015, attached hereto and made part hereof by reference. Section 2:  Ratification & Authorization Except as expressly amended and supplemented herein, the Agreement shall remain in full force and effect, and the parties hereby ratify and confirm the terms and conditions thereof.  Each party to this Amendment represents and warrants to the other that it has the right, power, and authority to enter into and perform its obligations under this Amendment, and it has taken all requisite actions (corporate, statutory, or otherwise) to approve execution, delivery and performance of this Amendment, and this Amendment constitutes a legal, valid and binding obligation upon itself in accordance with its terms. All voting aye, motion carried.
