The Union County Board of Supervisors met in Regular Session on Monday, June 09, 2014.  The meeting was called to order at 9:00 AM with the following members present:  Ron Riley, Dennis Brown, and Lois Monday
AGENDA:  Motion by Monday and seconded by Riley to approve the Agenda.  All voting aye, motion carried.  
MINUTES: Motion by Riley and seconded by Monday to approve the minutes from June 02, 2014. All voting aye, motion carried.  
OPEN FORUM:  No one spoke during open forum.
RESOLUTION TO APPOINT SPECIAL ASSISTANT: Motion by Monday and seconded by Riley to approve Resolution # 29 FY 2013-2014 Appointment of Special Assistant. NOW on this 9th day of June, 2014, the matter of the Union County Attorney’s Application for Appointment of a Special Prosecutor comes before the Union County Board of Supervisors. WHEREAS, the Union County Attorney will be unavailable to attend to court matters and emergency committal matters June 16 through June 27, 2014 and WHEREAS, the Union County Attorney and the Union County Board of Supervisors believe that the interest of justice will be protected by the appointment of a special prosecutor. BE AND IT IS  HEREBY RESOLVED that Michael D. Maynes, Greenfield, Iowa be and is hereby appointed Special Prosecutor in and for Union County for purposes of attending to court matters and emergency committal matters June 16 through June 27, 2014, and at such other times as may be necessary pursuant to Section 331.756(1). Roll call vote; Monday aye, Brown aye, and Riley aye, motion carried. 

CLOSED SESSION: Motion by Riley and seconded by Monday to enter into closed session per Iowa Code Section 21.5 (1) (c) at 10:30 AM. Roll call vote; Monday aye, Brown aye, and Riley aye, motion carried.  Closed session ended at 11:06 AM. 

CANVASS FOR PRIMARY ELECTION: Motion by Monday and seconded by Riley to approve the Canvass of the June 03, 2014 Primary Election.  Roll call vote; Monday aye, Brown aye, and Riley aye, motion carried. 

ENGINEER: Steve Akes, Union County Engineer, presented and discussed the weekly maintenance activity report, updated the construction projects, and informed the Board that Union County was awarded $10,000 from the Horizontal Curve Sign Funding; this will be the third year in a row that Union County has been awarded this money. Lease Agreement for Hay Ground: Motion by Riley and seconded by Monday to sign the Lease Agreement for 4.9 acres of agricultural land to use as hay ground with Scott Schultz in Union County on the Northeast Quarter of Section 7, T72N, R30W. Roll call vote; Monday aye, Brown aye, and Riley aye, motion carried. 
CRESTON AIRPORT ZONING: Tim Ostroski, SICOG, discussed the Creston Airport Zoning. The DOT stated that an update is needed to the Airport Zoning Ordinance in order to receive any Federal Funding. An Airport Zoning Commission will need to be established, which is an on-call (only will meet when needed) board. The new ordinance will need to address, height, building, and land use. In July the City will be holding a public meeting, in August an ordinance will be discussed by the County along with discussing a 28E Agreement between the City and County, and an Airport Zoning Commission and Airport Board of Adjustments Commission will then be appointed.
