The Union County Board of Supervisors met in Regular Session on Monday, July 07, 2014.  The meeting was called to order at 9:00 AM with the following members present:  Ron Riley and Dennis Brown. Lois Monday was absent.
AGENDA: Motion by Riley and seconded by Brown to approve the Agenda. All voting aye, motion carried.  
MINUTES: Motion by Riley and seconded by Brown to approve the minutes from June 30, 2014. All voting aye, motion carried.  
OPEN FORUM:  Andrew Collings from SICOG informed the Board of an informational meeting for the public about the airport zoning regulations that is to be held on July 23 at 6:00 PM at the meal site located in Creston City Hall.
ENGINEER: Steve Akes, Union County Engineer, presented and discussed the weekly maintenance activity report and updated the Board on construction projects and bridge repair options.
PUBLIC HEARING: Motion by Riley and seconded by Brown to open the Public Hearing at 10:00 AM in the Board Room for a Confinement Feeding Operation Expansion at Sunrise Pork-Lorimor Site in Section 33 of New Hope Township . Roll call vote; Brown aye and Riley aye, and Monday absent, motion carried.  Present at the Public Hearing were as follows: Kent Krause, Karon Finn, and Jake Waddingham. No written comments were given to the Board of Supervisors but one oral comment was received by Morris Smith for the Board to vote against the expansion. No oral comments were received in the Auditor’s Office but two written comments were received from Louis Ducommun and Supervisor Lois Monday, both against the proposed expansion, and read by Sandy Hysell, Union County Auditor. Kruse explained the expansion and went over the Master Matrix for the expansion at Sunrise Pork-Lorimor Site. Finn handed out a water quality letter that was given out by the Des Moines Water Works, she expressed her concerns about the road, the smell of dead hogs, and read a statement against the expansion. The Public Hearing closed at 10:26 AM. Motion by Riley and seconded by Brown to approve the construction permit application per the passing of the  Master Matrix for Sunrise Pork-Lorimor Site. Roll call vote; Brown aye and Riley aye, Monday absent, motion carried.
