Regular Session
August 11, 2014
The Union County Board of Supervisors met in Regular Session on Monday, August 11, 2014.  The meeting was called to order at 9:00 AM with the following members present: Lois Monday, Ron Riley, and Dennis Brown.
AGENDA:  Motion by Monday and seconded by Riley to approve the Agenda.  All voting aye, motion carried.  
MINUTES: Motion by Monday and seconded by Riley to approve the minutes from August 04, 2014. All voting aye, motion carried.  
OPEN FORUM:  Morris Smith expressed no objection with granting the Dunphy’s a variance they need for a chicken building because they live there and support the community.
ENGINEER: Steve Akes, Union County Engineer, presented and discussed the weekly maintenance activity report and spray maps. Akes also updated the board on construction projects and discussed equipment cost accounting. Utility Permit Application:  Motion by Riley and seconded by Monday to approve the Utility Permit Application for Windstream to place new 25 pair copper telephone cable along Kingfisher Ave and a new telephone pedestal in Section 22 of Grant Township. All voting aye, motion carried. Resolution # 2 FY 2014-2015 Resolution for Temporary Road Closure and Detour: Motion by Riley and seconded by Monday for the chair to sign Resolution #2 for Temporary Road Closure and Detour, WHEREAS on the 11th day of August, 2014 the Union County Board of Supervisors has Temporarily closed the following road for construction purposes: beginning at the NW Corner, SW1/4, SW1/4, Section 1, T72N, R28W, Jones Township, thence east 1305.0 ft., 0.25 Miles (167th Street). BE IF FURTHER RESOLVED the following route be designated detour for Union County Project BROS-CO88(49)-5F-88 (167th Street).  Beginning at the NW corner SW1/4, SW1/4, Section 1, T72N, R28W, thence south approximately 2.64 miles on Four Mile Creek Drive, thence west approximately 1.5 miles on 185th Street, thence south approximately 0.50 miles on U.S. HWY. 169, thence east approximately 3.50 miles on U.S. HWY. 34, thence north approximately 1.75 miles on Clarke-Union Ave. Roll call vote; Monday aye, Riley aye, and Brown aye, motion carried. 
VARIANCE FOR CONSTRUCTION OF NEW CHICKEN CONFINEMENT: Tim Kenyon, Union County Attorney and Colton Dunphy discussed the variance of 100 feet from the road right-of-way. Dunphy is requesting a waiver on the 100 feet variance. Kenyon explained that Union County doesn’t have zoning but would be setting a precedent if the Board decides to grant the waiver. Kenyon would like to see Steve Akes, Union County Engineer check out the property and send a letter of recommendation to the Board of Supervisors if the variance should be granted or not. Dunphy informed the Board that Alliant Energy corresponded with him that the barns, on Pole Road, needed to be approximately 25 feet from the electrical poles, Dunphy ensured the Board that they were. Dunphy will present the correspondence from Alliant Energy to Kenyon, and Akes will look at the site and present a letter to the Board on his recommendation. If the board approves the variance, the documents will be filed with the Recorder’s Office at Dunphy’s cost.
PART-TIME ASSISTANT TO THE COUNTY ATTORNEY: Motion by Brown and seconded by Riley to authorize a temporary part-time Assistant County Attorney position for no more than 40 hours a month as presented by Union County Attorney, Tim Kenyon. All voting aye, motion carried.
SUSPENDED TAXES: Motion by Riley and seconded by Monday to approve the suspended taxes as presented by Union County Treasurer, Kelly Busch. All voting aye, motion carried.
CLAIMS: Motion by Monday and seconded by Riley to approve claims 121473-121596 and handwritten claim #121465 to Southern Iowa Council of Government (SICOG) for drawdown 08-DRH-216 and 08-DRH-006 in the amount of $296,123.00.  All voting aye, motion carried.
