Regular Session
August 25, 2014
The Union County Board of Supervisors met in Regular Session on Monday, August 25, 2014.  The meeting was called to order at 9:00 AM with the following members present: Lois Monday, Ron Riley, and Dennis Brown.
AGENDA:  Motion by Monday and seconded by Riley to approve the Agenda.  All voting aye, motion carried.  
MINUTES: Motion by Brown and seconded by Monday to approve the minutes from August 18, 2014. All voting aye, motion carried.  
OPEN FORUM:  Wayne Hill discussed an upcoming Fall Festival in Afton and asked if the Board would approve to block off some paved roads on Saturday morning of the Festival for a large group of bicycles that will be occupying the roads. Hill will check on the insurance that will be needed and will get back with the Board.
SICOG: Tim Ostroski, SICOG, discussed Round #6 of the Multi-Family New Production CDBG Grants for six properties in the Super Cog area. New properties and adapted re-use properties are located in the Creston, Chariton, Knoxville, Osceola, Oskaloosa, and Ottumwa areas. Motion by Riley and seconded by Monday for the chair to sign and submit Round #6. All voting aye, motion carried.

CONSERVATION: Doug Jones, Union County Conservation Director, updated the Board on the Ranger Residence Construction Project, Tallmadge Hill Ag Lease, and the Lorimor Wild Life Area.

ENGINEER: Steve Akes, Union County Engineer, presented and discussed the weekly maintenance activity report and construction projects. Utility Permit Application:  Motion by Riley and seconded by Monday to approve the Utility Permit Application for Perry Wind LLC to use county right-of-way for trenching 48” depth collection line from a wind farm facility on 160th Street. All voting aye, motion carried. Utility Permit Application: Motion by Monday and seconded by Riley to approve the Utility Permit Application for Windstream to place a new pedestal at 1169 Cromwell Road in Section 8 of Douglas Township. All voting aye, motion carried. Resolution for Variance # 5 FY 2014-2015: Motion by Monday and seconded by Riley for the chair to sign Resolution #5 for Variance, NOW on this 25th day of August, 2014, the matter of the request for waiver of the Department of Natural Resources separation provision comes to the attention of the Union County Board of Supervisors. WHEREAS, Todd M. Dunphy and Susan J. Dunphy are the owners of a parcel of real estate located within the Northeast Quarter of the Northeast Quarter  (NE1/4 NE 1/4) of Section Eighteen (18), Township Seventy-two (72) North, Range Thirty (30), West of the 5th P.M., in Union County, Iowa, which is legally described as follows,  to-wit: Beginning at the Northeast Quarter of the Northeast Quarter (NE1/4 NE1/4) thence south a distance of 487.34 feet to the point of beginning, thence south a distance of 551.9 feet,  thence west a distance of 775 feet, thence north a distance of 551.9 feet, thence east 775 feet to the point of beginning, containing approximately 8.94 acres, all located in Section Eighteen (18), Township Seventy-two (72) North, Range Thirty (30), West of the 5th P.M., in Union County, Iowa, and WHEREAS, Union County is the political subdivision which owns and maintains the public thoroughfare identified as P33, commonly known as the “Pole Road,” which lies on the east boundary of the above described real estate owned by Todd M. Dunphy and Susan J. Dunphy, and WHEREAS, Union County owns and maintains approximately seventy-seven (77) feet from the center of the roadway to the actual boundary line of the right-of-way and the above described real estate, and WHEREAS, the provisions of Chapter 459 of the Code of Iowa, as applied by Administrative Code 567-65.11(6), require that a Confinement Feeding Operation Structure or structures maintain a separation distance of one hundred (100) feet from a public thoroughfare, and WHEREAS, the owner of the above described real estate proposes to erect a Confinement Feeding Operation Structure or structures within one hundred (100) feet of the distance from the property line between the right-of-way and the above described real estate, and WHEREAS, Union County has reviewed the usual and customary right-of-way distances needed for roadway drainage and maintenance with the Union County Engineer (See attached 
correspondence), and WHEREAS, Union County has determined that the public at large nor the political subdivision of Union County will be adversely affected by granting a partial waiver of the setback requirement to allow construction and maintenance of buildings at a distance of less than one hundred (100) feet from the west line of the county right-of-way, and WHEREAS, Union County has determined that a waiver should be granted to allow construction and maintenance of buildings, as otherwise allowed by the Iowa Department of Natural Resources, provided the buildings are not less than FORTY-FIVE (45) feet from the west line of the county right-of-way. BE AND IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED that Union County, by and through the Union County Board of Supervisors, does hereby grant a partial waiver of the separation distance of one hundred (100) feet from a public thoroughfare, as established by the provisions of Chapter 459 of the Code of Iowa, as applied by Iowa Administrative Code 567-65.11(6). BE AND IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED that, pursuant to the provisions of Chapter 459 of the Code of Iowa, as applied by Iowa Administrative Code 567-65.12(2),  Union County, by and through the Union County Board of Supervisors, shall execute a written waiver which the owner of the above described property shall cause to be filed with the Union County Recorder. BE AND IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED that Union County, by and through the Union County Board of Supervisors, does hereby grant a partial waiver for the above described real estate, to allow construction and maintenance of Confinement Feeding Operation Structure or structures, as otherwise allowed by the Iowa Department of Natural Resources, provided the buildings are not less than FORTY-FIVE (45) feet from the west line of the county right-of-way. Roll call vote; Monday aye, Riley aye, and Brown aye, motion carried.  

CERTIFICATION OF COST ALLOCATION PLAN (DHS): Motion by Monday and seconded by Riley for the chair to sign the Certification Of Cost Allocation Plan (DHS) from Cost Advisory Services for the Department of Human Services LAE state reimbursement report, as presented by Sandy Hysell, Union County Auditor. All voting aye, motion carried.

CIGARETTE APPLICATION: Motion by Monday and seconded by Riley to approve a cigarette application for Crestmoor Golf Club All voting aye, motion carried.

LIQUOR LICENSE: Motion by Monday and seconded by Riley to approve a liquor license for Lake Shore Golf and Country Club. All voting aye, motion carried.

CLAIMS: Motion by Monday and seconded by Riley to approve claims 121611-121698 and handwritten claim #121610 to Southern Iowa Council of Government (SICOG) for drawdown 08-DRH-216 Flood Relief in the amount of $367,615.00.  All voting aye, motion carried.
