The Union County Board of Supervisors met in Regular Session on Monday, September 22, 2014.  The meeting was called to order at 9:00 AM with the following members present: Lois Monday, Ron Riley and Dennis Brown
AGENDA: Motion by Riley and seconded by Monday to approve the Agenda. All voting aye, motion carried.  
MINUTES: Motion by Riley and seconded by Monday to approve the minutes from September 15, 2014. All voting aye, motion carried.  
OPEN FORUM: Wayne Hill updated the board on the Afton Fall Festival.
CARE: Kendalyn Huff, Heartland Management Alliance CEO, discussed the CARE Lease and Management Agreement with the Board. Motion by Riley and seconded by Brown to approve the CARE Lease and Management Agreement with the only change being Management costs to the Heartland Management Alliance from $25,000 to $38,500 for FY 2014-2015. All voting aye, motion carried.
KENT UPDATE: Amanda Husband, Union County Environmental Specialist, updated the Board on the Kent area nuisance and septic charges that have been served. 
SICOG: Motion by Riley and seconded by Monday to approve #10 Drawdown in the amount of $378,679.00 for the 08-DRH-216 Norwalk/Carlisle Project. All voting aye, motion carried. Motion by Riley and seconded by Monday to approve #10 Drawdown in the amount of  $130,975.00 for the 08-DRH-006 for the Chariton Project. All voting aye, motion carried. These are Federal pass-thru grant monies, as presented by Tim Ostroski, SICOG.
PREPAYMENT OF GENERAL OBLIGATION NOTE SERIES 2007: Motion by Monday and seconded by Riley to sign a prepayment for Resolution #7 General Obligation Note Series 2007. WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors (the “Board”) of Union County, Iowa  (the “County”), previously issued its $515,000 General Obligation County Purpose Notes, Series 2007, dated May 1, 2007 (the “2007 Notes”); and WHEREAS, the final three maturities of the 2007 Notes, in the total amount of $35,000, are scheduled to mature on June 1 in each of the years 2015 to 2017; and WHEREAS, pursuant to the resolution (the “Resolution”) authorizing the issuance of the 2007 Notes, the County reserved the right to prepay part or all of the 2007 Notes prior to maturity on June 1, 2014 or on any date thereafter, upon the terms set forth in the Resolution; and WHEREAS, sufficient funds are available to redeem those three maturities; NOW, THEREFORE, It Is Resolved by the Board of Supervisors of Union County, Iowa, as follows: Section 1.
The Board hereby determines to call the outstanding balance of the 2007 Notes for early redemption on October 30, 2014 (the “Redemption Date”). Section 2.
Bankers Trust Company, Des Moines, Iowa, as Registrar and Paying Agent for the 2007 Notes, is hereby authorized to take all action necessary to call the outstanding balance of the 2007 Notes for prepayment on the Redemption Date, and is further authorized and directed to give notice of such prepayment by sending notice by electronic means or by certified mail, not less than 30 nor more than 60 days prior to the Redemption Date, to each of the registered owners of such Notes to be redeemed at the addresses shown on the County’s registration books. Section 3.
All resolutions and orders or parts thereof in conflict with the provisions of this resolution, to the extent of such conflict, are hereby repealed. Roll call vote; Monday aye, Riley aye, and Brown aye, motion carried.
