The Union County Board of Supervisors met in Regular Session on Monday, December 22, 2014.  The meeting was called to order at 9:00 AM with the following members present: Lois Monday, Ron Riley, and Dennis Brown.

COMPENSATION BOARD RECOMMENDATION: Katie Turner and Jim Norman presented the compensation board recommendation as follows: 1.5% cost of living raise and a 2.0% wage adjustment for the Auditor, Recorder, Treasurer, Sheriff, Attorney, and the Board of Supervisors. Also, a wage comparable modification of $500 for the Auditor, Treasurer, Recorder, and the Board of Supervisors; $2,000 for the Sheriff; and $3,000 for the Attorney.

Vehicle Replacements: Motion by Monday and seconded by Brown to go out for bids on two new pick-up trucks for Secondary Roads. All voting aye, motion carried.
