ORDINANCE 30

An ordinance prescribing the Local of Board of Health Rules and Regulations Published by Authority of Chapter 137, Code of Iowa 1981.
Chapter 137 Code of Iowa specifies: 
Section 137.6 Powers of the Local Board- Local Boards shall have the following powers:

1. Enforce state health laws and rules and lawful order of the State Department.

2. Make and enforce such reasonable rules and regulations not inconsistent with the laws or with the rules of the State Board as may be necessary for the protection and improvement of the public health.  
Under the authority granted in Chapter 137, Code of Iowa, 1982 the following regulations have been promulgated by the Union County Board of Health and shall become effective upon publication.  These regulations shall supersede all other rules and regulations set forth by the Union County Board of Health which have been effective to date. 

Notice of a public hearing on these rules was published in the Creston News Advertiser, a newspaper of general circulation in the area served by Union County Board of Health.

Regulation 1 Nuisance

Section 1.  Abatement of a Nuisance

The local board may order the owner, occupant, or person in charge of any property, building, or other place to remove at his own expense any nuisance, source or filth, or possible cause of sickness found thereon, by serving on said person a written notice stating some reasonable time within which such removal shall be made, and if said person fails to comply with said order, the local board may take such action as deemed necessary.  

In such cases the local board may order the occupants of said place to remove therefrom and fix some reasonable time for compliance therewith.  If the order is not complied with, said Board may cause the occupant to be forcibly moved and close the premises and said place shall not again be occupied as a dwelling or place of business without the written permission of the Board.
All expenses incurred by the local board in proceeding to abate a nuisance may be recovered by suit in the mane of the local board, or said board may certify the amount of said expenses, together with a description of the property to the county auditor who shall enter the same upon the tax books as cost of removing a nuisance and said amount shall be collected as other taxes. 

Section 2. Peace officer to Assist.

Peace officers, when called upon by the local board or its authorized agents, shall assist in the enforcement of the rules, regulation, and lawful order of said board. 

Section 3. Interference with Enforcement

No persons shall interfere with members of the local board, its authorized agents, or peace officer in the discharge of any duty imposed by law or the rules of the State Health Department to the local board. 

Section 4. Right to Enter Premises

The local board or its authorized agents may enter any building, property, or other place for the purpose of examining any possible nuisance, source of filth, or cause of sickness. 

Section 5. Refusal of Admittance

In case any member of the local board or its authorized agents shall be refused entry to any place, complaint may be made under oath to any court of competent jurisdiction and said court shall there upon issue its order authorizing any member of the local board or its authorized agents to enter such place for the purpose of examining into any possible nuisance, source of filth, or cause of sickness. 

Regulation II Junk
Section 1. Definitions
A. PERSON includes all garbage, rubbish, ashes, or other substances to sight to smell, dangerous to the public Health or detrimental to the public health or detrimental to the best interest of the community.

B. JUNK includes scrap metal or scrap materials, abandoned or dismantled, machinery, motor vehicle, other vehicles or appliances.

Section 2. Deposit, Accumulation, and Storage of Refuse and Junk Prohibited. 

No person shall permit refuse or junk to accumulate or to be stored upon premises owned or occupied by him, nor shall he deposit refuse or junk on any other premises except those designated by the County for that purpose, except refuse may be allowed to accumulate and be stored on premises if it is enclosed in a watertight container made galvanized iron or other non-rusting material and except that junk may be allowed to accumulate and be stored at a legally authorized junkyard pursuant to the regulations governing the same. 

Section3. Duty of Individual to Dispose of Refuse and Junk. 

Each person shall dispose of refuse and junk accumulation on any premises he owns or occupies before it becomes a nuisance.  If it becomes a nuisance and is declared so by the County Board of Health, said Board may order that the refuse or junk be moved from the premises on or before a certain date and give notice of date, time and place that the owner or occupier may be heard of such order is complied with or withdrawn prior to the date fixed for removal of the refuse or junk, the Board of Health may order such refuse or junk removed by the County.  

Section 4. Disposal of Junk Vehicles
Whenever the Union County Board of Health shall be notified and verify that junk vehicles are placed or stored in the open upon private property within the County, they shall notify the owner or occupier of the property  upon which such vehicles are placed or stored to remove the same.  The property owner or occupier may appear at the next meeting of the Union County Board of Health to show cause why such vehicles should not be moved.  Unless the Board of Health remands the order and if the order has not been complied within the time prescribed the Board of Health shall proceed to move the vehicles and assess the cost thereof against the premises in the same manner as provided for the making of special assessment.

A. Impounding

In the event that under the provisions hereof the owner of such junk vehicles fails to remove the vehicles and the County under this section removes the same, the County shall impound the same for a period of twenty days and at the expiration of the twenty days period shall dispose of the same at a public sale and apply the proceeds therefrom if any to the cost of removal and impounding.  Nothing herein contained shall make the County or any of its agents liable in any way for any loss of said damage to the said vehicle during the removal of said vehicle or the period of impounding.

B. Definition

Any motor vehicle not currently licensed for use on the streets or highways, including vehicles under storage permits and motor vehicles suitable for the use for racing and speed trials, while not in actual use for such purposes as motor vehicles may lawfully be used for such purposes as motor vehicles may together with spare parts and accessories for use in maintaining and repair of such unlicensed motor vehicles, shall be subject to all the provisions of this ordinance. 

Regulation III Rat Harborage
Section 1.Rat Harborage

A. Rat harborage shall mean any condition which provides shelter or protection for rats, thus favoring their multiplication and continues existence in, under or outside of any structure.

B. It shall be unlawful for any person to place, leave, dump, or permit to accumulate any garbage, rubbish or trash in any structure or on any property so that the same afford food or harborage for rats. 

C. It shall be unlawful for any person to permit to accumulate on any property, any articles or materials that may constitute a rat harborage.  Such materials or articles shall be placed on rocks that are elevated not less than eighteen inches above the ground and evenly piled or staked. 

D. Upon receipt of a written notice or order from the local Board of Health, the owner of any property specified therein shall take immediate measures for rat control.  In the event such control measures are not instigate condemnation an destruction proceedings or take such action as deemed necessary. 
Penalties for Violations or Regulations I, II, III

Penalties

Any person who violates any provision of this act or the rules and regulations of the Union County Board of Health or any lawful order of said Board, its officers or authorized agents shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and shall be punished by a fine not to exceed one hundred ($100.00) dollars or by imprisonment in the county jail for not more than thirty (30) days.  Each additional day of neglect or failure to comply with such provisions, rules or lawful order after notice of violation by the Local Board shall constitute a separate offence. 

Regulation IV Mobile Home Parts

There must be evidence of individual compliance by the mobile home park with the State and County rules and regulations indicated by the signature of the Union County Sanitarian on the Application for Renewal of License to Operate a Mobile Home Park. 

Regulation V Sewage
Section 1 Sewage Disposal 

A. Any present installation will not be disturbed unless there is a serious complaint to or by the Union County Board of Health.

B. No person, firm, or corporation shall begin construction, or replacement of any new private sewage disposal system in Union County without having obtained a permit as set out in Section 2 Regulation V.  A permit for the installation of the private sewage disposal system shall be obtained prior to the construction of any dwelling or building to be served by this system. 
Section 2. Permits

A. Applications- Any person, firm, or corporation desiring a permit must file with the Union County Board of Health an application stating therein the owner’s name, exact location of the structure, and such other pertinent information as may require.  Applications for a permit for a private sewage disposal system in Union County shall be accompanied by an acceptable soil porosity test. A sketch or floor plan of the structure to be served by this system may be required. 

Upon approval of this application by the Union County Board of Health, the permit will be issued upon payment of the required fee to the Union County Treasurer’s office. 

B. Fees- Private Disposal System $25.00
Section 3. Definitions

Acceptable Soil Porosity Test

Plat showing location, length, footage, and absorption rate of the lateral field, that meets the requirements of the Iowa State Department of Health. 

Section 4. Compliance with DNR Standards

All systems shall be in compliance with rules and regulations established by the Iowa Department of natural regulations established by the Iowa Department of Natural Resources as set forth in Chapter 69 of the Iowa Administrative Code (See Appendix Attached Hereto).

Section 5. Penalties

Any person who violates any provision of this act or the rules and regulations of the Local Board or any lawful order of said Board, its officers or authorized agents shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and shall be punished by a fine not to exceed one hundred ($100.00) dollars by imprisonment in the County Jail for not more than thirty (30) days.  Each additional day of neglect or failure to comply with such provisions, rule or regulation or lawful order after notice of violation by the Local Board shall constitute a separate offence.
