Ordinance 40
An Ordinance Limiting uses in the Three-Mile Reservoir Breach Inundation District
Section I – Applicable Area

This ordinance shall apply to portions of the following areas in Union County, Iowa, to-wit:

Portions of Sections 2,3,4,5,9,10,11,12,13,14,15, and 16 in Township 72 North, Range 28 West of the 5th P.M. in Union County 

AND

Portions of Sections 6,7,8,17,18,19, and 20 in Township 72, North Range 29, West of the 5th P.M. in Union County

All as shown in the attached Generalized Breach Inundation reference made a part of hereof.

Section II – Propose

The purpose of this ordinance is to limit the use in the area below the reservoir to minimize the potential for loss of life in the event of a structural failure associated with the Three-Mile Reservoir. 

Section III – Uses
Principal Uses- The following principal uses are permitted in the Breach Inundation District:

· Agricultural farms, truck gardens, green houses, plant nurseries, orchards, grain storage, facilities, and the usual agricultural farm building and structures. 

Conditional Uses- following conditional uses are permitted in the Breach Inundation District:

· Public Parks and recreation areas.

· Removal and loading of minerals sand, or gravel, not less than five hundred (500) feet from any residential district or suitable distance or properly screened from any designed scenic highway 

Prohibited Uses

The following uses shall be specifically prohibited in the Breach Inundation District:

· Single and Multiple Family Residences

Section IV – Enforcement 
It shall be unlawful to conduct any non-approved use in the area designated as the Three-Mile Reservoir Breach Inundation District.  Violations shall be punishable as simple misdemeanor as provided by Section s 331-302 (2) and 903.1 (1) (a) of the 1993 Code of Iowa.  Each additional day of noncompliance shall constitute a separate offence.
