ORDINANCE NO. 99
AN ORDINANCE REQUIRING REGISTRATION OF PURCHASER IDENTIFICATION INFORMATION FOR SALE OF KEG BEER. 

1. Any person, licensee, or permittee, who shall sell, give or otherwise supply alcohol or beer in container in excess of three gallons, commonly referred to as a “keg” or “pony keg”, shall register basic identification information of the purchaser and record satisfactory documentary evidence corroborating said information. 

a. Said information shall include a minimum of the following, to-wit:

b. Said information shall be maintained for thirty (30) days after the date of delivery of the container. 

2. Failure to obtain and/or maintain said information shall constitute a simple misdemeanor punishable as provided in Iowa Code Section 331.302(2). 

3. Any person who provides falsified information and/or falsified evidence corroborating false information in order to obtain delivery of said containers shall be guilty of a simple misdemeanor punishable as provided in Iowa Code Section 331.302(2).
